Ebola’s ‘Era of Death’

We still feel the fear, stress, and dread of death associated with the
global COVID-19 pandemic today; however, the Ebola virus has
now evoked a sense of a new form of ‘health terrorism.” Ebola is no
longer confined solely to the Congo, Uganda, and South Sudan;
rather, 10 other African nations have now fallen prey to the infection.
In the Congo alone, nearly 200 deaths have already occurred. The
total death toll is currently estimated to be around 250, while
approximately 1,000 individuals are reported to be suspected cases.
These figures are official statistics, not necessarily the absolute
reality, as there is currently no available data indicating how many
of the suspected patients have recovered or how many have
succumbed to the disease. In light of this tragic situation, the World
Health Organization had already declared the Ebola virus and the
associated infection a ‘Global Health Emergency.’ Fear, stress, and
a sense of helplessness prevail largely because, to this day, Ebola
remains ‘incurable.’ There is currently no vaccine, pill, or capsule
anywhere in the world capable of curing Ebola; consequently—
according to medical experts—the mortality rate associated with
this infection ranges from 25 to 80 percent. We, therefore, regard
the current period as a ‘Death-Era’ for humanity. Nevertheless, the
Serum Institute of Pune (India) and the University of Oxford (UK)
are jointly conducting trials for an Ebola vaccine. They are confident
thatan effective vaccine will be available on the global market within
the next six months. The Serum Institute and Oxford University had
previously undertaken the large-scale production of the COVID-19
vaccine, ‘Covishield’; as aresult, millions of patients recovered, and
the threat of COVID-19 was ultimately brought under control. While
the vaccine itself was developed by Oxford, it was the Serum
Institute that manufactured it on a global scale. Meanwhile, Russia
has also laid claim to the fact that its medical experts and researchers
are actively working on an Ebola vaccine. An Ebola vaccine could
very well hit the market in the very near future! Most of the
symptoms associated with the Ebola virus and infection appear to
be strikingly similar. High fever, headache, body aches, skinrashes,
vomiting, diarrhea, fatigue, extreme weakness, and a sore throat are
among the early symptoms of the Ebola virus. Internal and external
bleeding—manifesting through the eyes, nose, ears, or bodily
excretions—is also a significant symptom.

Malaysia looked to recover in
the second half and eventually
managed to cut India's lead
down to one goal in the 41st
minute, as Nur Azli breached the
Indian post to reduce the margin
to 2-1. The Indian defence kept
the opposition from causing
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quarter to seal the victory. India
created  several  scoring
opportunities throughout the
match and earned a total of 16
penalty corners. Nousheen was
named 'Player of the Match' for
her two goals, which proved to
be the difference.
