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Domestic staft allowed only till
11am at Crossings Republik

GHAZIABAD: The umbrella
body of residents’ welfare
associations (RWAs) in
Crossings Republik has issued
an advisory on domestic staff
working in the township,
saying a staffer can be allowed
to work for a maximum of
three households in a society,
and only till 11am. The move
comes days after the district
administration issued directions
stating that RWAs can’t
dictate whether a domestic
staffer will be allowed entry in
a society or not, and left the
matter between residents and
their staff. According to the
advisory issued by the
Crossings Republik Owners

& Members Association
(CROMA), domestic staft will
be allowed to work till 11am
and use dedicated lifts. They
will be required to apprise the
RWA if anyone in their family
falls ill. CROMA president
Tarun Chauhan said the
advisory is not binding. “The
advisory on domestic staff
issued by CROMA is in no
way in conflict with the district
magistrate’s order. It is not
binding and RWAs can tweak
it as per their needs,” he
added. Chauhan said
CROMA issued the advisory
as some RWAs had imposed
restrictions on entry of
domestic staff.

Exportblocks: On India’s
trade amid the pandemic

Official trade data for April, released at the mid-point of
the Finance Ministry’s five-tranche package to salvage the
economy in the throes of a pandemic-induced lockdown,
was the grimmest in over two decades. Merchandise
exports had collapsed by over 60% and imports contracted
only slightly less. Only two of India’s 30 biggest export
products clocked positive growth — iron ore and
pharmaceuticals, the latter by just a quarter of a percent.
Thanks to the sharp dip in global oil prices, higher volumes
of petroleum exports didn’t help much in value terms. The
trade collapse was not surprising as the spate of national
lockdowns around the world have not only dented demand
and investment, but also severely disrupted global supply
chains and shipping routes. India’s exports, however, were
already in a free fall. The government’s economic stimulus
package in totality offered several reform commitments,
improvements in the ease of doing business along with some
forbearance and a few sops for micro, small and medium
enterprises (many of which are also export-oriented units).
However, there was no explicit respite offered for exporters.
The Reserve Bank of India, on May 22, did unveil a few
measures, including a special 715,000 crore liquidity facility
for the Exim Bank of India and a six-month extension for
importers to complete outward remittances. For exporters,
the maximum permissible credit period from banks was
extended from 12 months to 15 months, for disbursements
made up to July 31, 2020.

The three-month credit extension for exporters was, in fact,
not a new measure and had already been announced by
the central bank on March 23. So its repackaging two
months later as a fresh move suggests policy makers are
running short of ideas to prop up a key employment-
generating bulwark of the country’s economy post-
liberalisation. In an employment-intensive sector such as
textiles, garment exports, which fell 16% between January
and March, fell 91% in April. The outcome for May is
unlikely to be any better and the World Trade Organization
expects trade flows to slip by between 13% and 32% over
2020. The prognosis gets even murkier when one adds to
this the new barriers on trade in medical and food supplies
imposed by over 90 countries, and an increasing tendency
to look inward for essential supplies (as India is doing too
with its emphasis on self-reliance). The country is again
pitching to become an alternative investment destination
for big global businesses in the hope that the COVID-19
pandemic would prompt them to hedge their China-
dependent supply chains. But investment moves are a
longer-term play. Meanwhile, Indian exporters shouldn’t
be caught on the back foot as bigger stimulus packages,
announced by other countries, kick in to revive demand
and give a minor fillip to international trade.

At least five
workers of other media groups

— spanning across editorial,
production and distribution
departments — have been
found to have Covid. According
to the health department, about
60% of the recent cases have
come from rural clusters —JJ
Colony, Harola, Mamura,
Nangla Charandas and Nithari.
“There is no definite source of
infection for these patients.
They live in congested
localities, which makes contact
tracing very difficult.

No power in 6 Noida sectors for 5
hours, outages in Ghaziabad too

NOIDA: On Wednesday, one
of the hottest days of the
month as a heat wave
continues to scorch the region,
residents of sectors 28, 29, 30,
31,36 and 37 spent five hours
without electricity. Power
supply was interrupted through
the day, and around 3pm it
stopped completely and wasn’t
restored till 8pm. “There is no
electricity in the entire Sector
36. Nearly 8,000 people are
suffering and nobody
responded to the phone calls.
One day a transformer bursts,
the next day a cable burns, and
the torture continues. Every
year we face this issue.
Nothing is being done to

improve conditions, only tariff
is increased on a regular
basis,” said Anju Pachauri, a
resident. A fault in a cable in
Sector 28 that is fed by the
Botanical Garden substation
caused the outage in these
sectors, said VN Singh, chief
zonal engineer, Paschimanchal
Vidyut Vitran Nigam Limited
(PVVNL), told TBC. He
added that the additional
electricity line for the area in
Sector 31 also didn’t work,
thus prolonging the power cut.
While sweating it out in 45
degree Celsius, residents
complained the power
department left in the dark by
about the developments.

Office rush chokes DND, RAF deployed by Noida

NOIDA: Long snarls were
witnessed during morning and
evening peak hours on the
Noida-Delhi border at DND
Flyway on Tuesday, with
hundreds of office-goers
returning to the roads after the
Eid holiday and cops resorting
to strict checking of e-passes
and letting vehicles pass only
through few lanes. As videos of
bumper-to-bumper traffic at the
flyway went viral on social
media, the Rapid Action Force
was deployed to help streamline
traffic. Local police also opened
three more lanes on the Delhi-
Noida side to decongest the
flyway. Similar scenes were
witnessed at the Delhi-Noida
border on the Kalindi Kunj bridge

that connects the two cities, in
the evening when commuters
from Delhi returned towards
Noida. In fact, snarls began at
the DND Flyway from as early
as 10am on Tuesday when
people, including essential
service providers, were trying to
enter Noida from Delhi. And
with just 10 cops deployed for
the checking of e-passes,
vehicles started moving at snail's
pace for a couple of hours.
"Even if we open three more
lanes, we need at least three
persons each to look after each
lane. Despite the GB Nagar
police having adequate strength,
only 10 cops have been
deployed atthe DND," a police
officer told TBC. The

congestion was cleared only
after RAF personnel were sent
to the spot to help streamline
traffic and authorities opened
three more lanes. Aggrieved
commuters took to social media
to slam the authorities. "What's
the exit plan for unsealing the
Delhi-Noida-Gurgaon route?
Are we waiting for a 'Corona
Free' Delhi or Noida to open the
traffic? Delhi-NCR has always
been a single unit. Are we soon
going to see fencing and BSF
on the 'Borders' of NCR?,"
wrote Kaustuva Mishra, a Delhi
resident. Siddhartha Mazumder,
a corporate banker from Noida
requested the district
administration to open borders,
else the restrictions could soon

lead to more jobloss. "To my
apprehension, this restriction will
eventually result in mass
unemployment among people
working in Delhi and Noida. I
request DM sir to open the
borders so that we can resume
our work. Already many have
suffered due to paycuts and
layoffs," he said.
